1 Scope 

This part of IS0 8820 establishes the requirements 
for the overall dimensions of blade-type electric fuse- 
links with rated currents up to and including 30 A, 
used to protect on-board wiring harnesses and elec- 
trical equipment, with a rated voltage up to and in- 
cluding 32 V, of road vehicles and similar applications 
from overcurrent. Interruption of the circuit is 
achieved as a result of the fuse element melting. 

Rated current, identification, test procedures and per- 
formance of blade-type electric fuse-links are speci- 
fied in IS0 8820-1, and the test fixture in IS0 8820-3. 

2 Dimensions 

Blade-type electric fuse-links shall conform to the di- 
mensions shown in figure 1. Dimensions of details not 
specified are left to the manufacturer’s discretion. 

NOTE 1 Annex A provides dimensions for an optional 
fuse-link. There are dimensional differences between these 
two fuse-links. The preferred fuse-link shown in figure 1 is 
interchangeable with known existing fuse blocks, whereas 
the optional fuse-link shown in annex A is not interchange- 
able in all instances.
