This International Standard specifies the dimensions of hand and machine hacksaw blades. 

I t  is valid for single edge blades of length not greater than 450 mm, the tooth pitch of which is  not greater than 6.3 mm 
(or 4 teeth in 25 mm).' ) 

Directives for hacksaw blades with less recommended dimensions are given in the Annex. 

SCOPE A N D  FIELD OF APPLICATION 

2 DESIGNATION 

The designation of hacksaw blades includes the following dimensions, in millimetres, in the order given : 

- the blade length I ;  

- the width a; 

- the thickness b;  

- the tooth pitch P, which can be supplemented by the number of teeth N in 25 mm, given between parentheses. 

Example of designation of a blade, of length 300 mm, of width 25 mm, of thickness 1.25 mm and of tooth pitch 2.5 rnm : 

Hacksaw blade : 300 X 25 X 1.25 X 2.5 

or 300 X 25 X 1.25 X 2.5 (IO) 

1) Blades of greater lengths or higher pitches, as well as double-edge blades, will be the subjects of further International Standards. 
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Blade lenqh I is  the distance between centres of pin holes. I t  i s  recc>mmended 
the centraline of the blade.

LESS RECOMMENDED DIMENSIONS 

I f  it is necessary in national standards to retain other dimensions for which there may st i l l  be a demand, it i s  recommended to 
state that these dimensions are not in conformity with this International Standard and to limit them to combinations of the 
following basic elements. 

- Length / : 250 - 300 - 350 - 400 - 450 mm 

- Widtha: 1 3 - 1 6 - 2 5 - 3 2 - 4 0 m m  

- Thickness b : 0.65 - 0.80 - 1.25 - 1.60 - 2.00 mm 

- Teeth spacing
