Road vehicles — Diesel engines — Screw-in injector,

1 Scope and field of application

This International Standard specifies dimensional requirements for the mounting of injectors in diesel engines.
The location of the fuel inlet is not defined since it varies with the particular application.

This International Standard is applicable to the complete screw-in injector of type 22.

NOTE — This injector has a function equivalent to that of screw-in injection nozzle holders, types 20 and 21, as specified in ISO 7026 and fitted with
size "’S"" injection nozzles, types B and C, with axial spray, as specified in ISO 2697.
